Sentences with Accusative Pattern

Instructions for possible activities based on the handout: 

As a classroom activity: Teacher chooses one element from each column. Students create sentences: S + V + direct object (accusative). Focus on correct conjugation and correct accusative form. 

As a partner activity: Students choose one element from each column for each other. Create sentences.

As a homework activity: Students write sentences by choosing one element from each column. 

Classroom expansion: a.)Teacher chooses one element from each column. First student creates a sentence with the elements. Second

                                          student repeats the same sentence, but replaces all nouns with pronouns. (Der Professor sucht den Stuhl. Er

                                          sucht ihn.)

                                      b.) Teacher chooses one element from each column, but starts with the direct object. Students make sentences 

                                          that start with the direct object. (Einen Ball finde ich.)

c.) Teacher chooses one element from each column. Students make sentences, but have to give both the 

      definite and the indefinite form of the accusative article (Ich finde den Ball/einen Ball). 

d.) Go around the room, with each person picking a suitable element. First person picks a subject; second 

person picks a suitable verb; third person picks a suitable direct object. 

Note: Vocabulary coincides with Chapter 3 of Deutsch Heute, 9th ed., but should be familiar to any student starting on the accusative.
